subsequent performance as to the court having cognizance thereof shall appear to be just: provided nevertheless, that nothing
herein enacted shall impair any right to act, perform, or represent a dramatic composition as aforesaid, which right may have
been acquired, or shall in future be acquired by any manager, actor. or other person, previous to the securing of the copyright
for the said composition, or to restrict in any way the right of such author to process in equity in any court of the United States
for the better and further enforcement of his rights.
