Very fine, our national air! perfectly beautiful. (fe#-
ing MosQUITOS asidz)) We had alittle disorder, just now—in the
speeches. 1 pretended to observe nothing, but positively, there
was something wronz.

MosQ. To be sure, Sirg!

THE King. Thus, in reply to the milk-dealers and the wine-mer-
chants, the prince has pronounced the address preparedin reply
to the agriculturists, and felicited them that the works of drain-
age and canalisation would put as much water at their disposi-
tion as they could desire.
