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Critical notes
This score is a modern edition of the song “Der Schiffer” by the German composer “Johann Heinrich Carl Bornhardt”
(1774–1843).

The source is:

MS “Mus. P 1756”, a manuscript preserved at Stadtbibliothek, Musikabteilung, Lübeck, pp. 46–49.

The song, “Der Schiffer” (G.165) by the Danish composer “Georg Gerson” (1790–825) is composed to the same poem
(with some variants). The editor has not been able to identify the poet, “A. L. Graf”, given in Gerson’s manuscript.

Bornhardt made use of various shorthand notations like slashed notes representing repeated notes. The full score of this
modern edition comes in two versions: a score keeping as close as possible to the original notation and an alternative,
’contemporized’ score expanding the shorthand notations.
