The piece consists of an element in the form of pedals: in the first section a-b, in the second d-g, and the third eb/ei-g;
these must be kept in a steady pulse of c= 152 and with dynamics between p and mp, the player can change this
indication according to his interpretation but without departing too much from the marked dynamics.
