E Praifing of GOD by Pfaims an3 Hymns, as it feems a

part of Natural Religion owned and ufed by all Mankind,
io we find the Praifice of it very early in the Church of
God. There can be no juft caufe to doubt, but that ic

was at leafl: contemporary with Inftrumental Muiick, a

thing ai ancient as the Times of Adaniy invented by Juhal who was the

Father of all fuch as handle the Harp and Organ, Gen. 4. 2 1. But we need

not build upon Conjeftures, where we have clear Evidence, Afrer the

famous Deliverance which God gave the ifraelites at the Red Sea, they
celebrated the Mercy with a Song of Triumph; and Jofephus fays, They
fpent the whole night in Hymns and Mirth : Then fang-. Mojes and the ehtl-

dren of ifrael this fong unto the Lord, Exod. 15. i. which is there upon
Record, compofed (as Jtfephus adds) in Hexameter Verfe ; and that it

was conjoyned with Inftrumental Mufick is plain, 'verj, ^o.ii. And
Miriam the Prophetefs, the fifier of barony took alimbrel in her handy and all

the women went out after her -with Timbrels and wifh Dances : And Miriam

anfvfered them. Sing ye to the Lord, for he hath triumphed gloriou/Ijf, &C-
But the firft that eftablifhed finging Plalms and Hymns, as a fix 'd and
conftant part of God's publickWorfhip in the folemn Aflemblies of the

Jewi/h Church, was King David] whofe zeal for God's Glory (before the

Houfe of God was built) fet himfelf to compofe divers Pfaims for chat

fervice, as we read in ? Chron* 16. 7. and ch. 2$.v.6,j, and to chufe out
Men skilful in Song to perform the fame to the praife of Almighty God,
When his Son Solomon had finiflied the Temple, at the Dedication there-

of, you may read in iChron. 5. 11, 13, 14. how the Praifes of the Lord
were founded forth with Voices and Inftruments, and alfo how acceptable
it was to the Lord. This being eftablifhed, the Priefts and Levites con-
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The Preface.

tinued this folemn WorJhip during the time of the Firft and Second

Temple, even till the Deftruftion thereof, foretold by our blefled Sa-

viour, who faw the Glory thereof, and frequented that place, as he

acknowledgeth, Luh 22. 53. / wai daily with you in fheTemple* And (as

a Learned Divine obferves) it is not credible, that our blefled Saviour,

who fo ofren quoted D»viu\ Pfalms for the confirmation of his Doftrine,

tvould negleft that part of Worfhip then in force, and who did himfelf

fay, That it became him to fulfil all righteoujnefs ; which he further tefti-

fied, when togerher with his Difciples he fung a Pfalm or Hymn at the end
of the Celebration of his Laft Supper. After his Afcenfion, his Difcples

gave teftimony of their Approbation, Alls a. 46, 47. They voere daily with

cne accord in the temple pratfing God, Sec, And /i^s 3.1. mentions that

Peter and John went ftp together into the temple at the hour ofprayer j which
was the fet time for >hs Celebration ofpublick Worfhip.
The Ufe of Singing Pfaltns and Hymns was continued with great Re-

verence and Devotion among the Primitive Chriftians ; thofe who con-

fult the Writings of the Primitive Fathers, fhall fcarce meet with one

that makes not mention thereof An account hereof I find learnedly
difcourfed by Dz Cavern his Primitive Chriftianity, Part \, p,^']6,^Tj.

where, fpeaking of reading the appointed Leflbns, he hath thefe words :

Jbout this part of the Service it wai that they fung Hymns and Pfalms, a

€onfiderable part of the Divine Worfhip, (as it had ever been accounted both

a tKongfi Jews aud Gentiles ) end more immediately ferviceable for Celebrating
the Honour of God, and lifting up the Minds of Men to Divine and Heavenly

Raptures,
But to come nearer our Times : In our late Forefathers days, (upon

the Reftauration of our Church tp its Primitive Purity and DifcipUne)
It was, That fome holy and godly Men brought the prefent ufe and man-
ner of finging Pfalms into the Publick Service of our Church, following
herein the Examples of the Reformed Churches in France and Germany: But
Time and long Vk hath much abated the wonted Reverence and Efti-

mation it had for about 100 Years after this Eftablifhment. It waj the

Saying of a Learned Divine in his Sermon pnthis Subjeft, Ihat Prayer

Jhall ceafe, /af«af Preaching fl)aU eeafe, but Praifing of GOD /ball never

eeafe, neither in this world, nor in that which is to come* To fing Praifes to

God, is an Angelick Office; it is a tafte of the Firft-Fruits of Heaven
while we are on Earth. MUS ICK (the Learned fay) is the Handmaid
to Divinity ; and there is no Science, except That, admitted into the

Service of the Church.

To conclude: I have made it my Endeavour fo to perfeQ; and finifh this

Work, that nothing fliould be wanting to render it ufeful to the End it

IS defigned, The Glory of GOD, and the Publick Service of the Church :

And for that reafon, (with the Judgment of fome of the beft skilled in

Mufick) I have Compofed all the Mufical Tunes in Three Parts,

tjiz. Cantw^ Medium, and Bajfui : The Church Tune is placed in the Ireble

Part, (which is the Caxttus) with the Bafs under it, as moft proper to

joyn Voice and Ijiflrument together, according to holy David's pre-

scription.

fcription, Pfal, 144. 9. And fince many of our Churches are lately fur-

niflied with Organs, it will alfo be ufeful for the Organift ; and likewife

for fuch Students in the Univerfities as fhall praftife Song, to fing to a

Lute or Viol. The Mediua Part is compofed fas is proper^ not to rife

above the Churth Tune, to cloud or obfcure the Ayre thereof, except
in fuch places as it could not be well avoided. The Bajs is compofed in

fuch a compafs of Notes, as will fuit. an indifferent Voice both below
and above. All Three Parts may as properly be fung by Men, as by
Boys or Women: And to that end, the two Upper Parts are conftantin

the Gfolreut Cliff, and the Bafs in the Ffaut (its proper) Cliff; all

Three Parts moving together in Solemn way of Counterpoints and alio

every Tune put in fuch Keys as is moft fuitable to the Ayre thereof.

Laftly, you will find every Pfalm fitted to Tunes fuitable and proper to

the Matter: Pfalms of Prayer and Confeflion, tofolemn grave Flat Tunes;

^falmsofThankfgiving and Praife, to lively chearful Sharp Tunes. Like-

wife all fuch Pfalms and Hymns whofe Tunes are long, and may feem
difficult to fome, have Direftions over them to be fung tp other fliorC

Common Tunes. Alfo there is affixed before the Book, a Table of the

^tft Line of the Treble-Tunes of all the FJalms, with the Names alphabeti-

cally fet over each Tune; and under, what Pfalms are fung to them : And
a Table of Hymns in a Page by themfelves. As for InflruBions to the Sing-

ing of them, I refer you to my IntnduEiion to the Skill of Mu/tck, in 8*,

I have no more to add, but as the Glory of GOD, and the Serviet of
his Church, was my fole End and Aim; fo I (hall account my Labour
and Pains herein fufficiently recompenfed, if it prove Ufeful to fuch as

fo endeavour to fing the fraifes of their Creator here on Earth in Pfalms
and Hymns, that hereafter they may eternally fing Hallelujahs among the

Jirurrmt'iil be added, Rev, 15. 2, 3, Thpy have in their hands the harps of God ,

and lw% the fovg of Mofes, and rhe fmg of the Lamb, fayivgy Great and mar-
